In terms of exteriors, the three new trims introduced a new Maserati logo on the bonnet
and a new specific badge for each trim version placed just above the three iconic side air
vents.

At the rear, the traditional saetta logo has been replaced by a new Trident logo on the
C-pillar, while a new Maserati script takes stage on the boot lid.

As for the interiors, the long wheelbase of the Quattroporte ensures a spacious, elegantly
crafted cabin. Every comfort and convenience is provided, from hand-stitched Italian
Pieno Fiore natural leather to cutting-edge driving assistance systems. The 10.1-inch HD
screen with Maserati Intelligent Assistant (MIA) multimedia system makes your driving
experience in the Quattroporte even more intuitive and engaging.
